Minutes
November 3, 2014

Meeting was called to order by Mayor Lloyd Himle at 6:00 pm.  Council members present were: Rob Nelsen, Kyle Nelsen, Terry Westphal, and Linda Himle.  City employees present were: Nicky Ritterman, Justin Nelsen, Kari Follman, and Edythe Nelsen.  
Sheriff
The Benson County Sheriff reported on some issues in town that were taken care of.  
Public Comments
Present in the Gallery were:  Vicky Hansen, Wendy Lawrence, Pat Hjelden, Bernice Brossart, Gordon Hawkins, Bob Selland. 
Many comments were presented to the Council regarding concerns with the sewer repairs that need to be completed and serious concerns with the expense and costs to the residents.  Wendy Lawrence requested the Council conduct another city meeting regarding the sewer work that needs to be completed.  Residents would like to have a citizen’s advisory group to submit comments to the Council.  
At 6:30 pm members present in the gallery exited.
 Discussion followed by the Council regarding issues presented and having another meeting.  
6:40 Bid Opening
Land for sale: One bid was submitted by Kyle Nelsen.
Motion made by Rob Nelsen, seconded by Linda Himle to accept bid of $143.17.  Motion carried.  Kyle Nelsen abstained.
Snow removal: One bid was submitted by Ritterman Trucking.
Motion made by Linda Himle, seconded by Kyle Nelsen to accept snow removal bid of $125/hour.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Moore Engineering:
Moore Engineering submitted payment request #2 for water tower repair project.  Water tower repair work has been completed.  
At 6:45 pm Kyle Nelsen made a motion to approve payment #2 of $132,317.75.  Terry Westphal seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Ferguson Waterworks presented a tentative time table of one to two weeks until starting meter replacements.  
Change order #1 Ferguson Waterworks: Time extension requested, with work completion date of December 31, 2014.   
Motion made by Kyle Nelsen, seconded by Terry Westphal to approve change order #1 regarding meter replacements.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Water meter replacement project: 
Justin had 10 meters shipped to swap out when ready at $195 apiece.  Pay application #1 has been requested for those meters.  Motion made by  Linda Himle, seconded by Rob Nelsen  to approve pay application #1 request for 10 water meters.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Payment request was submitted for engineering services, construction administration.  Linda Himle made a motion to approve the payment request for Moore Engineering, seconded by Terry Westphal.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
State Revolving Fund request #3 was submitted for signature: Pay application for Tri-State, Ferguson Waterworks, and Moore Engineering bills.  Request was signed and will be sent in to SRF for release of funds. 
Certificate of substantial completion for the water tower project was presented, dated Oct 24, 2014.  Motion was made by Terry Westphal to accept certificate of substantial completion for the water tower project, seconded by Rob Nelsen.   All were in favor.   Motion carried. 
City of Leeds is on the State Revolving Loan Fund list.  Request was signed and returned to Moore Engineering to be left on the list.  
Moore Engineering was questioned regarding state funding for sewer repairs.
 Another public meeting will be held regarding sewer repairs.  
Motion was made by Kyle Nelsen, seconded by Rob Nelsen to approve timesheets for water/street supervisor.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Kyle Nelsen made a motion to have a HR meeting to review retirement for Public Works Superintendant, and prep for yearly reviews.  Linda Himle seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Kyle Nelsen made a motion to approve financials, with the exception of further discussion on special assessments report.  Linda Himle seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
According to the County, a house in the City may come back to City due to tax delinquency, unless someone else buys it on sheriff sale.   There is a minimum bid of $4200.  The City has the option of buying the property.  Kyle Nelsen made a motion, seconded by Terry Westphal, if there is council availability, someone should go to Minnewaukan, and consult with Mayor at that time. Discretion is to be used on how much to pay for the house at auction Nov 18th in Minnewaukan.  All were in favor, motion carried. 
Motion was made by Linda Himle, seconded by Terry Westphal to approve September minutes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Additions to Agenda:
Complaint presented regarding an above ground storage tank.  Kyle Nelsen made a motion, seconded by Rob Nelsen to have Linda Himle and Terry Westphal talk with the homeowner regarding the storage tank and report at the December meeting. 
Trees for dump ground:  Table until December meeting.
Date needs to be set for public information meeting for sewer.  Kyle Nelsen made a motion for tentative meeting date of November 25th at 7:00 pm, seconded by Terry Westphal.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. Letter will be sent out to residents. Area legislators have been invited.  Council will seek volunteers for a resident advisory committee of 7 members.  
Old Business:
The City needs building cost documentation for the correct value for City Shop for insurance.  It is underinsured at this point.  Motion was made by Kyle Nelsen to have Justin Nelsen follow up with Neil Lotvedt for an insurance value for City Shop.  Motion was seconded by Linda Himle.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
New Business:
Condemnation Proceedings: Candace Carlson has been contacted, and Kyle Nelsen made a motion to give Candace (LRDHU) a list of properties that are health/safety concerns in the City. Motion was seconded by Linda Himle.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Building permits were presented to the Council.  Motion made by Rob Nelsen, seconded by  Kyle Nelsen to approve building permits for Kelly King, Doug Dulmage, Donna Strand, and Jeff Jacobson.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Complaint submitted was discussed regarding trash and glass from the bar being scattered around and not being cleaned up.  Auditors will follow the City complaint procedure and a letter will be sent to the property owner.   Motion made by Kyle Nelsen, seconded by Terry Westphal for trash to be cleaned up all around the bar.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Kyle Nelsen presented, representing the EDC:  The EDC is interested purchasing some property from the City.  They are willing to pay what costs the City has into the property.  Motion made by Terry Westphal to transfer ownership of the lot to the EDC.  Motion seconded by Linda Himle.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Terry Westphal made a motion, seconded by Kyle Nelsen to rebid Rugby Sanitation garbage contract when it comes due.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Motion was made by Linda Himle, seconded by Rob Nelsen to approve bills.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Motion was made by Linda Himle, seconded by Terry Westphal to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 pm.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
