A regular meeting of the Leeds City Council was called to order by Mayor Lloyd Himle on April 4, 2016 at 6:00 pm at Leeds City Hall.  Present were Council Members:  Patrick Streyle, Linda Himle, Rob Nelsen, and City employees Justin Nelsen, Edythe Nelsen, Nicky Ritterman, and Kari Follman.  Also present were Brad Muscha from Moore Engineering, and Sheriff Rohrer. 

Sheriff: Sheriff Rohrer discussed new Deputy in town. She was unable to make it to the meeting due to work. 
Moore Engineering:
Sewer Project- 
Brad Muscha presented construction contracts to Mayor Himle to sign along with a Notice to Proceed.  
Linda Himle made a motion to approve Moore Engineering invoice #12402 in the amount of $2750.00.  Motion was seconded by Rob Nelsen.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Preconstruction meeting will be held after Rural Development has signed the contracts, possibly the third week of April.  
Justin Nelsen was appointed to be a go-between with Brad with Moore Engineering in the change order process in between meetings, in order to keep construction moving.  He will share all information with the Council and the Mayor.  
The Special Assessment Committee has been working on a spreadsheet of all the property in town.  That spreadsheet needs to be finalized within the next month to figure out the special assessment dollar amounts and the amount of increase in user rates needed to cover the project costs.  The rate increase will replace the current charge of $1.96.  
Mayor Himle signed a Letter of Acceptance for the Resident Project Representative from Moore that will be working on the project.  This will be sent to Rural Development. 
The rate of compensation for the Sanitary Sewer Special Assessment Committee was discussed with Moore Engineering.  Linda Himle made a motion, seconded by Patrick Streyle to pay the Committee members $100 per meeting for the three meetings they have had up to this point.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Public Works Superintendant:
The City Dump Ground will only be open when the City Dump Ground employee is present and he will be the only person allowed to handle the keys due to State Regulations.  Patrick Streyle introduced a resolution to alter the fee schedule in relation to dump ground charges.  Rob Nelsen made a motion to accept the resolution.  The motion was seconded by Linda Himle.  All were in favor.  The motion carried. 
Linda Himle made a motion to increase the pay for the dump ground superintendant.  The motion was seconded by Rob Nelsen.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
The Public Works Superintendant will get a price quote for repairs that need to be done to the City Shop due to fascia blowing off from wind damage, and present the quote at the May meeting. 
Linda Himle made a motion to approve the Public Works report.  The motion was seconded by Patrick Streyle.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Financial Reports:
Linda Himle made a motion, seconded by Rob Nelsen to approve the timesheets. All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Linda Himle made a motion to approve the financial reports.  The motion was seconded by Patrick Streyle.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Patrick Streyle to approve the March minutes.  Rob Nelsen seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried. 
Old Business:
The Auditors are authorized to have Bruce Gibbens, City Attorney, send an additional abandoned vehicle notice to those two parties who have not disputed the violation. 

New Business:
The Auditors will no longer be required to photocopy each individual check that comes in for payments as the bank does have copies of these if needed.  
Rob Nelsen made a motion to take the meter out of the old school crossing light but leave the sign up.  Linda Himle seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried. 
A motion was made by Linda Himle to approve a building permit for Michael O’Brien.  The motion was seconded by Patrick Streyle.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Linda Himle made a motion to approve the monthly bills.  The motion was seconded by Patrick Streyle.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.
Linda Himle made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 pm.  The motion was seconded by Rob Nelsen.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
