Regular Meeting
6:00 PM
 June 1, 2015

A regular meeting of the Leeds City Council was called to order at 6:00 pm by Council Member Linda Himle.  Councilman Kyle Nelsen was absent.  Mayor Himle entered the meeting at 6:45 pm.  Council members present were: Terry Westphal, Linda Himle, and Rob Nelsen. City employees present were: Justin Nelsen, Nicky Ritterman, Edythe Nelsen, and Kari Follman.  Present in the gallery were Brad Muscha from Moore Engineering and Jeff Jacobson, representing the Leeds Park Board.  
The Park Board is requesting Public Works Superintendant, Justin Nelsen, and City Employee Jacob Eback to donate time to help with mowing and moving bleachers the week before the demo derby.  The Park Board will not be doing anything with the street dance this year.  They would also like to get some dirt for the park to fill in holes; Justin Nelsen stated it is $22 per yard.
A motion was made by Rob Nelsen, seconded Terry Westphal to allow the Public Works Superintendant to donate his and his employee’s time for set up for the demolition derby.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Waste Management:
Paul Kalibabky called in at 6:10 pm.  Waste Management is wondering if a decision will be made on the contract proposal tonight.  He did answer some questions from the Council.  
A motion was made by Terry Westphal, seconded by Rob Nelsen to accept the bid from Waste Management for garbage service.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Moore Engineering: 
An invoice was submitted for $1575.00 for engineering services for the water meter replacement project.  This project is close to being closed out.  A motion was made by Rob Nelsen, seconded by Terry Westphal to accept invoice #10293, dated 6-1-2015.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
CDGB scoring: The sewer repair project was ranked 3rd, with the dollar amount available to the city being $51,502.00.  CDBG has requirements contractors have to follow that may result in higher construction costs.  However, Moore Engineering feels this most likely won’t be a reason for the City to turn down any CDBG funding for this project.  
Terry Westphal made a motion, seconded by Rob Nelsen to adopt the Resolution Authorizing Execution of Loan and/or Grant documents.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  

The overall project scope of the sewer project was discussed.  The City needs to decide what/how much work will be included in the project, such as additional work to the main sanitary left station (leaking barrel joint 8 feet below ground), replacement of cast iron water main, will new piping go all the way to the property line or just a few feet out from the main, and replacement of existing storm sewer inlets in poor condition.  
Representative from Moore Engineering exited the meeting at 7:00 pm.
Public Works Superintendant:
Justin Nelsen went to mosquito training last week.  He was informed that a city should be using a different type of sprayer than we currently use, and a different chemical than what we have been using for more effectiveness.  The quote from Univar for a new sprayer was $8900.00.  The sprayer we currently have was $5281.00 in 2012.  That sprayer would be put up for bids.  
Rob Nelsen made a motion to purchase the new mosquito sprayer and see if Univar will do any kind of trade in, if not, then the old sprayer will be put up for bids.  The motion was seconded by Terry Westphal.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
A motion was made by Terry Westphal, seconded by Rob Nelsen to give the Public Works Employee a raise, retroactive to January 1, 2015.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
PTI sent an email regarding the sign their driver damaged.  They would like a police report, name of the driver, and date of the accident before they pay the invoice for the repairs.  Justin Nelsen will call the number on the email and talk with them about when the damage was done and what occurred. 
Rob Nelsen made a motion, seconded by Linda Himle to approve the reports from the Public Works Superintendant.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Financial:
Linda Himle made a motion, seconded by Rob Nelsen to accept the timesheets.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  
Linda Himle made a motion, seconded by Rob Nelsen to transfer $5400.00 out of the sales tax fund into the sewer project fund to cover the required loan payment.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Rob Nelsen made a motion, seconded by Linda Himle to accept the Auditor/Financial reports.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  
Linda Himle made a motion, seconded by Rob Nelsen to approve the May regular meeting minutes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Old Business:
The Water/Sewer/Garbage Ordinance review will be tabled until the July 2015 meeting. 
The Nuisance Ordinance regarding mowing was reviewed.  The mowing height requirement will be changed to 6 inches from 8 inches.  Only one letter will be sent to property owners at the beginning of mowing season that will encompass the entire season.  Rob Nelsen made a motion, seconded by Linda Himle to accept the first reading of the revisions to Ordinance Chapter 12 regarding mowing nuisance.  The second reading will be done at the July meeting.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Animal/Fowl Ordinance: Rob Nelsen made a motion, seconded by Terry Westphal to accept revisions to the animal/fowl ordinance to include:  A limit of three dogs allowable per household and pit bulls and Rottweilers will not be allowed in the City.  The second reading will be done at the July 2015 meeting. 
New Business: 
A motion was made by Linda Himle, seconded by Rob Nelsen to put a city-owned lot up for sale on bids with the option to reject any and all bids, with a minimum bid requirement of $6500.00.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Rob Nelsen made a motion to approve a building permit for Betty Anderson and Kory Dokken.  The motion was seconded by Terry Westphal.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
The July 2015 meeting date will stay on July 6th. 
Linda Himle made a motion to approve a building permit for Rob Nelsen.  The motion was seconded by Terry Westphal.  Rob Nelsen abstained.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Rob Nelsen, seconded by Linda Himle to approve a building permit for Mike Bjorg.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Linda Himle made a motion, seconded by Terry Wesphal to notify Kelly King he must move his fence off City property within 10 days.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Linda Himle introduced a resolution, seconded by Rob Nelsen, to approve the auditor bond.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Terry Westphal made a motion to lock in the billing for Softline data with the offered software discount, when paying for 3 years at once.  The motion was seconded by Linda Himle.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Terry Westphal made a motion to pass the complaint received by the City on to Sheriff Rohrer.  The motion was seconded by Rob Nelsen.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Linda Himle to approve the monthly bills.  The motion was seconded by Rob Nelsen.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
Linda Himle made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:40 pm.  The motion was seconded by Terry Westphal.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
