Regular Meeting

Present were council members: Kyle Nelsen, Kris Larson, Rob Nelsen, and Pat Streyle.  City employees present were: Justin Nelsen, Nicky Ritterman, Edythe Nelsen, and Kari Follman. Present in the gallery was Brad Muscha, Moore Engineering.  

Meeting was called to order by Council President Kyle Nelsen at 6:10 pm.  

Moore Engineering:
Sewer project: Defective work on manholes will be taken care of in September.  

Discussion was held on proceeding with a street study and holding a public meeting regarding the shape the streets are in and what needs to be done including projected costs. 

A request was made by the council president for a motion to approve a building permit for Adrienne Budd.  No motion was made.  Building permit was denied.  The $20 building permit fee will be refunded.  Phone call was made to Ruth Budd regarding the submitted permit. 

Water/Street Supervisor:
Public works department would like to get a new mower next year.  Rob Nelsen made a motion to table until the next meeting, seconded by Kris Larson.  Motion carried. 

Motion made to approve public works report made by Larson, seconded by Rob Nelsen.  Motion carried. 

Motion made to approve public works department timesheets made by Larson, seconded by Streyle.   Motion carried. 

Auditor/Financial:
Rob Nelsen made a motion to pay off the special assessments charged to the city shop, seconded by Kris Larson.  Motion carried.  

Streyle made a motion to approve the auditors ´report.  Motion seconded by Rob Nelsen.  Motion carried.  

Motion made by Kris Larson to approve timesheets for auditor staff, seconded by Rob Nelsen.  Motion carried. 

Motion made by Streyle to approve the July minutes, seconded by Kris Larson.  Motion carried. 


Street Project: 
Streyle made a motion to have Moore perform a street study to provide the council information regarding condition and amount of repair needed, approximate cost, options available including curb and gutter, financing, and to have an asphalt expert accompany them on the study.  Motion seconded by Kris Larson.  Motion carried. 

Old Business:
Fire ordinance tabled until next meeting. 

New Business:
Michael Thayne will need a new building permit for a shed he is bringing onto his property.  His old shed is to be moved off within 30 days.

Rob Nelsen made a motion, seconded by Kris Larson to invite Michael Thayne to the next council meeting, and he should bring a building permit with him.  Motion carried. 

Motion was made by Rob Nelsen, seconded by Kris Larson to approve a building permit for Patrick Streyle.  Streyle abstained. Voting yes were Rob Nelsen, and Larson.  No member voted against the motion.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Streyle, seconded by Larson to approve a building permit for Kristen Nelsen. Rob Nelsen abstained.  Voting yes were Larson and Streyle.  No member voted against the motion.  Motion carried.  

Nuisance issues were discussed.  Council will be driving around looking at properties in town that have abandoned vehicles and garbage; letters will be going out to the residents that these need to be removed.  

Paving invoice tabled until the next meeting. 

Streyle made a motion, seconded by Larson to hold the September meeting on Wednesday, September 6, 2017 due to the Labor Day holiday.  Motion carried. 

Motion made by Streyle to deny a fee reduction request received for water billing account #329, Geocenter LLC, seconded by Rob Nelsen.  Motion carried.  

A review of the City fee Schedule was performed.  The last time the fee schedule was reviewed was February 2016.  In the future, the Fee Schedule will be reviewed annually.  The following rates were discussed:
Water base rate will increase to $28.50 and $35.50 base residential and nonresidential, and $5.25 and $6.25/1000 gallons respectively. 
Sewer rate will increase to $9.00 residential and nonresidential base rate and $1.00 per 1000 gallons.  Garbage rate will increase to $25.00 for a residential tote and $14.00 for a second tote,  2 yard dumpster will be $54.00, 3 yard dumpster $79.00, 4 yard dumpster $110.00, 6 yard dumpster $160.00, 12 yard dumpster $320.00, 15 yard dumpster $395.00. 
Mosquito will increase to $4.00 per month.  
FIF will increase to $4.50 residential and $6.50 nonresidential.
Landfill afterhours access will increase to $30.00 residential and $40 nonresidential per trip, white good disposal $7.00 residential and $10.00 nonresidential, nonresidential pickup load $55.00, single axel $110.00, and tandem axel $220.00.  Noncompliant dumping clean up fee will be cost of cleanup plus 55 percent. 
Personnel/equipment charges will increase to $45.00/hr personnel charge and $75.00/hr equipment charge, supplies charge will be cost plus 40 percent. 
Liquor licenses will increase to $495 per year for a beer license and $1050.00 for a liquor license.  A special event liquor license will increase to $50.00.
Building permits will increase to $25.00.  
Annual pet license will increase to $10.00 for a neutered or spayed pet and $15.00 for a non-neutered or non-spayed pet. 
Water Department late fee will increase to $10.00.
NSF check fee will be $40.00. 
Annual bulk water card fee will increase to $30.00 and water will be $12.00 per 1000/gallons. 
These changes will take effect after publication in the Benson County Farmers Press.  

Kris Larson made a motion, seconded by Rob Nelsen to approve accounts payable.  Motion carried. 

Motion made by Streyle to pay Jessica Nelsen $70 for taking the water sample to Bismarck in July.  Motion seconded by Kris Larson.  Motion carried. 
 
Rob Nelsen made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Larson seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:50.
